FEMA Hazard Mitigation Grant Project 
 
All construction related work is complete. We have submitted 7 requests for reimbursement in 
the total amount of $5,698,876.64. To date we have received reimbursements totaling 
$5,339,738.97. (No Council Action Required) 
 
Road Improvement Projects 
 
All unfinished road improvements projects have been stopped for the winter. Work will continue 
in the spring once there is more favorable weather. New improvement projects are in design and 
will be ready for bidding over the next few months.  (No Council Action Required). 
 
Roadway Improvement Projects in Design 
 
The following major projects are in design and will ready for bid in the spring: Lake Parsippany 
Streets-Ph. VI, Mt. Tabor Streets-Ph. III, Old Bloomfield Ave-Ph. I, Knoll Rd Improvements, 
and the 2018 Road Resurfacing Program. 
 
Major Soil Moving Permit– Old Bloomfield LLC (Land Rover/Jaguar), Block 693 Lots 
9,10,11,12 & 13 
 
The Planning Board has recommended approved a major soil moving permit in conjunction with 
the site plan application at 250 Route 46 West. This office has reviewed the application and 
recommends the Township Council approve the permit. (We recommend the Township 
Council approve the permit by resolution). 
 
Moraine Area Streets, Phase II Road Improvement Project 
 
The bid opening for the second phase of the Moraine Are Streets project was held on March 28th. 
The project is for the reconstruction of roads in the Glacier Hills section of town including 
Moraine Road, from Drumlin Drive to Glacier Drive, Glacier Drive and Arate Lane. The 
improvements include full depth road reconstruction, widening, drainage improvements, new 
curbs and various water and sanitary sewer improvements.  The lowest responsible bidder was 
Midwest Construction with a bid of $1,353,511.68. This firm has satisfactorily completed several 
projects for us in the past. (We recommend that the Township Council award the project at 
the April 17th meeting). 
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Old Bloomfield Avenue, Phase I Road Improvement Project 
 
The bid opening for first phase of the Old Bloomfield Avenue Road Improvement project will be 
held on April 5th. This project is for the reconstruction of Old Bloomfield Avenue from the Route 
80 overpass to Aida Court and includes drainage / sanitary sewer improvements, curb 
construction and the paving of the roadway. We anticipated construction to begin in the middle 
of May. (If acceptable bids are received we will make our recommendation that the 
Township Council award the project at the April 17th meeting).  
 
Capital Budget Authorization Request 
 
Over the past several years the capital budget has been adopted in June or July. As a result many 
of our projects could not be bid until later in the year when the funds were available. This action 
results in getting higher bid prices and receiving bids from only a limited number of bidders. In 
addition, contractors are already working on other projects and scheduling the start of our 
projects gets pushed back. We have been forced to push contractors at the end of the year to get 
projects completed before the weather turns too cold.  
 
We are requesting the Township Council adopt a portion of the Engineering budget to allow 
certain projects to begin earlier in the year. This includes the following capital line items; the 
2018 Road Resurfacing Program ($1,700,000), the Curb / Sidewalk Improvements ($220,000) 
and the Moraine Area Roads, Phase II Project ($1,100,000) for a total of $3,020,000.
