Greenbank Road Safety and Improvements Project

The project is complete except for the guiderail replacement. Underground utilities could not be 
moved but we have received approval from the NJDEP to adjust the stream bed to allow more 
space for the new guiderail installation. Work will begin in the next few months once materials 
become available.

2021 Road Resurfacing / Curb and Sidewalk Program 

The annual road resurfacing / curb and sidewalk project has stopped for the winter. Construction 
activities will commence when the weather is favorable this coming spring.
